Extracting files from compressed(zipped) files

Downloading a file
Downloading is a form of saving a file from another location for example the internet, in this exercise we will learn how to download a compressed file and extract the contents. Firstly you need to have a (Universal Resource Location) URL otherwise called link to the document. An example of a URL to a downloadable file is:

 http://www.sero.co.uk/d2020/FastForwardHull.zip

To download the file simply click the link with your mouse and the file will ask you to save or open it on your computer a lot like the example below:
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Now you may want to know how to get the file onto your computer, simply click the save button.
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Next we want to tell it where to save it too, the window shown to the right is shown after the save button is clicked if you notice the desktop area is being displayed, this is where we are going to save it to on our computer.

After clicking save, the file will download from the internet onto your computer, on the desktop where we can locate and browse its contents when needed.

To locate the file on your computer you will need to minimise any open windows and to do this you will need to click the icon which looks like this at the top of any open windows.

After minimising all open documents and windows, you will find yourself back to the desktop which is where you saved your file too, once there locate your file, once located select the file only once with your mouse so it highlights it, once done right click the selected file using your mouse and then select from the menu which appears ‘Open With’ followed by ‘Expressed ZIP Folders’ which will appear once you drag your mouse over the Open With. After clicking once on Compressed Zipped folders, then a window will open with the contents of the compressed folder in, you can then locate the folder within that window followed by its contents after double clicking with your mouse on the folder.
This will then show you a breakdown of the folders contents; you can open anyone of these files at your leisure as if it was a normal uncompressed (unzipped) folder, you can also drag and drop items from that folder onto your desktop. If you would like to move all the files to your desktop or another location on your computer then simply select the ‘Extract all files’ link at the top left corner under ‘Folder Tasks’ as shown in the picture

After selecting the link, you will need be presented with a window, click the next button on this window, this will in turn make another window appear asking you where you want to extract the files to, if your happy with the location select next. Upon clicking next the extraction process will begin (this may take some time), a progress bar will display how far the extraction process is taking, this will then be followed by another window which allows you to locate the extracted files.

The folder will then open and you can now browse the files at your own leisure.
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
